Summary of Essential Elements of Referee Report:

1st Yellow- Nottingham were in possession, attacking into the Southwell half between the 10m
and 22m. Nottingham 11 broke around the outside of the defence and was closed down by
Southwell 13, with Priestly-Nangle, covering behind the line and coming across at speed. 1m from
touch, Southwell 13 made the initial tackle, at which point, Priestly-Nangle , the secondary tackler,
made contact to the neck of the Nottingham wing, with his arm, with force.

2nd Yellow - Southwell were in possession and attacking on the halfway line. Priestly-Nangle
carried the ball into contact and was tackled, he then returned to his feet without releasing the
ball. The referee blew the whistle to award a penalty to Nottingham for not releasing the ball in a
tackle situation. Priestly-Nangle continued to run some 5m further and into the Nottingham full
back, who tried to take the ball. Priestly-Nangle did not release the ball and wrestling between the
two ensued. Multiple players from each team then join the melee, which went to ground and
continued for some 30 secs., despite the referees repeated whistle to restore order. At the base
of the melee, the referee observed Priestly-Nangle on top of Nottingham 15, with his open hand
pressed on the neck of the full back.
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Summary of any mitigating and aggravating features

Player has one previous case on record in 2022 for punching. As this is in fact Roman's 2nd red
card , if for whatever reason he receives a further red card then this red may be taken into
consideration.

Referee mentions player left pitch with no issues.

As the suspension is for one week / games and mitigation can only be given in full weeks / games
it is impossible to give any mitigation at this point.
